The condition to obtain credit for the course in family medicine is the preparation and presentation on
a group forum at least 2 clinical cases from general practice and confirmation of holding classes by the
department assistants conducting classes and family doctors in the family practices what is registered
in the Individual Student Card of Family Medicine.

This card each student receives at the beginning of the class. Confirmation of holding the course is
obtaining entry to the Individual Student Card at the end of each class and this means that the student
took an active part in the class.

The student is allowed one absence from the compulsory classes during the year.
