2. Forensic traumatology. Mechanical trauma-related lesions. Asphyxia.

3. Clinical forensic medicine.

4. Medico-legal opinion forming for the purposes of criminal and civil trial.

Practical classes — winter semester (5x3h):

1. Thanatology. Estimated time and cause of death. Forensic traumatology. Trauma-related lesions.
Gunshot wounds and explosion-related lesions. Discussion of the cases.

2. Crimes and offences against human life and health. Estimating severity of body lesions for the
purposes of legal system according to Polish Criminal Code (art. 156, 157, 212). Discussion of the
cases. Medico-legal opinion forming on the basis of the court files. Estimating the ability to stay under
arrest and in prison. Medico-legal opinion forming for the purposes of civil courts. Health loss
estimation and physician related elements of the compensation granting process.

3. Crimes and offences against sexual freedom and proper conduct. Sexual activities causing law
responsibility. Abortion. Discussion of cases.

4. Paternity tests. Kinds of biological traces, their preservation and identification. Group and individual
identification of the biological traces. Corpse examination at the place of discovery.

5. Identification of human beings and human remains. Basics of forensic toxicology. Ethanol and
methanol toxicology. Medico-legal opinion forming in toxicological cases.
