11. Lung cancer. Atelectasis, pneumothorax. Clinical presentation, medical history,
physical examination, diagnosis and treatment.

1. Obtaining general medical history focused on specific systems and organs

2. Physical examination (vital signs, mental status, skin colour: cyanosis, jaundice, other
abnormalities)

3. Head and neck examination. Simplified eye exam.

4. Chest examination. Palpation, percussion and auscultation. Types of breathing
sounds (vesicular, bronchial undifferentiated). Pathological lung sounds.

5. Heart examination. Palpation, percussion and auscultation. Normal heart sounds.
Abnormal hearts sounds and murmurs.

6. Abdominal examination. Topographic anatomy of abdominal cavity. Examination of
stomach, intestines, gall bladder, kidneys, spleen, pancreas. Palpation, auscultation and
percussion.

7. Acute abdomen. Physical examination. Clinical presentation

8. Examination of extremities and venous system. Venus insufficiency.

9. Peripheral arteries examination. Arterial insufficiency.
