During the semester each student is obligated to present two case study presentations. Presentations should be
prepared in power point and composed of at least one and optimally 3-4 slides.

Each presentation will be graded on a scale of 2-5. The grade for the course will be the average grade of the
presentations.

Presentations should be about typical emergency department patients and contain a summary of the patients case,
test results, differential diagnosis, the eventual diagnosis and description of the proper treatment of the patient.

The final grade will be based on the average of the assessed practical skills as well as the average of the
presentation of clinical cases grades
