Content of classes (please enter topic words of specific classes divided into their didactic form and remember how it is translated to

intended educational effects)

1. The classes take place in the ER of Department of Infectious Diseases, Hepatology and Acquired Immunodeficiencies and
Department of Pediatric Infectious Diseases during acute and planned admissions, during night shifts, outpatient
infectious diseases clinics, acquired immune deficiencies and the testing site.

2. The student performs admission procedures at the ER with the assistant’s oversight (performs medical anamnesis,
evaluates clinical condition of the patient, abnormalities in physica!l exam, evaluates causes and feasibility of hospital
admission or decides for outpatient treatment), knows administrative procedures and medical prerequisites for
hospital admission. For the next days the student takes care of the hospitalised patient: performs and interprets
regular laboratory tests, simple diagnostic and therapeutic procedures, plans and performs differential diagnosis,
critically discusses therapy choices, modifies therapy according to current guidelines. The student runs medical
paperwork, discharge papers with recommendations. The student completes procedures when patient is discharged
home. During hospital clinical classes the student learns prophylacitc measures for hospital-acquired infections.

3. Under the asisstant’s supervision the student takes care of patients in outpatint clinics for infetious diseases and
acquired immune dficiencies, performs diagnostics, including differential diagnostics, proposes and interprets lab
tests and therapy. The student plans long-term care for patients with chronic disease, plans the necessary long-term
follow-up, can interact with family doctors and other specialists. The student qualifies patients for vaccinations and
plans individual vaccination schedule, ascartains indications and contraindications for vaccination, knows major
vaccination side-effects. As part of infectious diseases outpatient clinic time the student ascertains indications and
contraindications for prophylactic measures in infectious diseases especially for sexually transmitted and blood-
borne infections.

4. The student takes part in the work of testing site and knows rules and diagnostic procedures for sexually transmitted
infections.

5. The student learns the legal framework set up by the national health system in regard to type and scope of medical
procedures.

6. The student learns both clinics’ medical photo archive as part of interactive cases. Each student individually solves
infectious diseases problems — chosen subjects — for example lymphadenapathy, tonsilitis and pharyngitis,
exanthema, fever, meningeal signs — differential diagnosis, diagnostic measures, treatment.

7. The student describes clinical cases in front of the whole medical team and publically defends his/her choices.
