10. Performing procedures under the supervision of a physician: taking material for diagnostic
testing (gastric contents uptake and duodenal gastric lavage), administering infusions and
injections. Sanitary - epidemiological regulations, in force at the neonatal and paediatric
department and methods used to prevent hospital infections. Participation in multidisciplinary
consultations.
